2026 SRCHA Show Conditions & Guidelines
May Wild Rag Cattle Classic (WRCC)

DATES TO WATCH - April 21% Entry Deadline for WRCC
$100 late fee will be applied if entering after this date.

April 27" Last opportunity to Enter WRCC
NO entries will be accepted after this date or at the show.

April 27" Stalls and Pre Bed deadline
After this date all shavings will need to be ordered through
the facility. Elite Stall Mats will be available. See website.

ENTRIES — All Entries must be made online-by the posted deadline. Entries added after April 21%
and before 5pm April 27" will receive a $100.00 late fee. No late entries will be accepted after April
27" OR at the show. Late Fee for Derby is 25% of total entry fee.

TIPS FOR ENTERING. When selecting horses, use the dropdown menu and be sure to choose one
with an AQHA number. This helps prevent duplicate horse names.

The same applies to Rider/Owner selection—pay close attention to the name that includes the correct
address and membership information. For example, while “Bill Smith”” may be the rider, the correct
entry might be “Bill Smith Jr.” Make sure the name matches what is on file with the appropriate
association (NRCHA, AQHA, etc.).

Classes:

For Derby entries, selecting a derby class will automatically add you to the corresponding rein and
fence/box class. If you would like to enter additional horse show classes that run concurrently with
derby classes, you will need to add those separately.

Please be sure to review and verify all class entries before the deadline. If you have any questions or
run into issues while entering, don’t hesitate to call or email for assistance.

SCRATCHES - Before ENTRY deadline full refund with written (no texts) entry cancellation to the
show secretary. After deadline, BEFORE DRAW all monies will be refunded except for cattle fee.
AFTER the draw only NRCHA fee and Video fee refunded.

DRAWS — All Cow Horse Show classes will be posted by 5:00 pm day before the class runs. Derby
draw takes place on May 1st. Draws will be posted at the show office and on the SRCHA website.
VRH Ranch Riding & Trail will be a walk up draw the day class is held. Roping will be drawn the day
of the roping class.

MEMBERSHIPS — ALL owners & riders must be members of SRCHA. For Cow Horse classes all
owners and riders must be current NRCHA members. If in AQHA classes all owners and riders must
be AQHA members. If you are a first year SRCHA owner/rider the membership is free. For a copy of

MOVE IN - Stalls will be available Monday May 4" 7:00 am. With EXCEPTION OF Richardson
Bass, it may not be available until late in the day on the 4th or the 5%, so plan accordingly. The facility
will do their best to have it turned over and ready but we are not guaranteed that the barn will be
ready.

OFFICE HOURS - Office will be open Monday -Tuesday from 8-5. On show days office will open
(1) hour prior to show starting until the beginning of the last class of the day.

PRACTICE PEN -Cattle Practice - Sign up at the show with Christina. It opens 2 hours prior to
start of the show. Priority will be given to those who show that day. Practice Fee $75.00.

Reining Practice — Reining practices will be drawn like a class. You will need to enter the
“practice/class” based on the scheduled times. See schedule for those times. Number of reining runs
will be limited.

CHECK IN/OUT - At check-in, provide payment and present your horse papers to the office. If
papers are missing and staff must verify/research them a $25 fee applies. IF you need to split out
statements for customers, it MUST be done at check in otherwise it will be put on the person/trainer
checking in. No splitting of statements at check out. Bounced checks or declined credit cards will be
charged a $50.00 fee. A credit card form will be available in the office or online. Please fill out the
form completely.
